1. sell (sold, sold) – to give something to someone in return for money
2. buy (bought, bought) – to get something by paying money for it
3. greengrocer’s – a shop that sells fruit and vegetables
4. baker’s – a shop where you buy bread and cakes 
5. butcher’s – a shop where they sell meat
6. chemist’s – a shop that sells medicines
7. DIY (do it yourself) store – a shop that sells household hardware for home improvement including fasteners, building materials, hand tools, etc.
8. electrical store – a shop that sells household electrical appliances 
9. entertainment store – a shop that sells goods for leisure time 
10. estate agent’s – an office where you can buy houses and land
11. garden centre – a place where you can buy flowers and plants

14. stationer’s – a shop that sells pencils, pens, paper, etc
15. bookshop – a shop that sells books, magazines, etc. 
16. card shop – a shop that sells greeting cards 
17. clothes shop – a shop that sells all types of clothing 
18. computer shop – a shop that sells computer hardware and software 
19. mobile phone store – a shop that sells mobile phones
20. sports shop – a shop that sells sportswear and sports equipment 
21. toy shop – a shop that sells toys
22. customer – a person who buys sth from a shop
23. price – the amount of money for which something is sold
24. refund – noun:  a sum of money that is paid back to you; verb: to give sb their money back especially because they have paid too much or the goods are faulty  
25. borrow – to get or receive something from someone with the intention of giving it back after a period of time
26. charge – to ask an amount of money for something, especially a service or activity
27. cost (cost, cost) – to have the price of a particular amount of money
28. lend (lent, lent) – to give sth to sb for a short period of time, expecting it to be given back
29. owe – to need to pay or give sth to sb because they have lent money to you, or in exchange for sth they have done for you
30. pay (paid, paid) – to give money to sb for sth you want to buy or for services provided
31. save (money) – to keep something (especially money) for use in the future
32. spend (money) (spent, spent) – opposite to save 
33. till – the drawer in a cash register or the cash register itself
34. console – a surface on which you find the controls for a piece of electrical equipment or a machine

35. shoe shop – a shop that sells all types of shoes
36. try on – to put on a piece of clothing to see if it fits

37. district – an area of a country or town
38. market – a place or event at which people meet in order to buy and sell things
39. venue – a place where people meet for an organised event, such as a concert, a sports event, etc.
40. busker  –  somebody who plays a musical instrument and sings in public for money
41. audition – a performance in front of judges, to see if you are good enough to perform
42. busk – to play music or sing in a public place for money

46. advice – an opinion that someone offers you about what you should do or how you should act in a particular situation

49. judge – the person who officially decides who is the winner of a competition
50. announcement – spoken or written statement that informs people about sth
51. purpose – why you do something or why something exists
52. audience – a group of people watching entertainment together

58. exchange – to give or return sth that you have and get sth different or better instead
